The museum is 4 stories high with a one story basement. The soil removed from the basement was used to lift the museum
higher than its surrounding environment, and man-made hills were created to soften the structure of the building. Located
to the north of the museum is the Shohinken tea house, which is a historical landmark in Yatsushiro City.

The soft wave of the roof represents the wings of the white egret which flies to the Yatsushiro plains. The glass entrance
hall and café are located in a bright open space with a fantastic view of the surrounding area. This museum is admired by
many of the citizens as a source of local culture.

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#Shohinken
Located across the street from the north side of Yatsushiro Municipal Muscum,
Shohinken was the second house of Matsuishi, the lord of Yatsushiro Castle,
during the Edo period. It was built by Naoyuki IV in 1688. At that time, Shohinken
was located on the shore of the Yatsushiro Sea and thus called the beach tea room.
There is a garden featuring a pond in the center, as well as a display room,
where visitors can view the treasures of the successive lords of the castle.
Shohinken bustles with visitors in the early spring, when Hina dolls moedeled on
the women of the Matsui family are on display and in early summer, when
visitors can see the Higo iris, beloved by samurai. Shohinken transmits the mood
of Edo period Yatsushiro and was designated as a national scenic spot in 2002.
